The independent school races will allow everyone the opportunity to
compete and not violate any state association rules. This will be a sanctioned meet.

not having an account with DirectAthletics must contact them prior to registering your
athletes. DO NOT EMAIL YOUR ENTRIES TO US. NO UNATTACHED HIGH SCHOOL
ATHLETES ARE ALLOWED TO COMPETE AT THIS MEET.

High school entry fee: $100 per team* (5-38 total athletes — boys and/or girls) $200 if
entering boys and girls or $20 per individual. High schools bringing 39 or more total
athletes (boys and/or girls) will be $125 per team ($250 if entering boys and girls).
Collegiate entry fee: $175 per team* ($350 if entering men and women) or $35 per
individual.

*NOTE: A team consists of 5 or more athletes per gender. Men’s and women’s teams from
the same institution are considered separate teams. The fee is an entry fee not a
